April Meeting

At the Open Forum, County Councillor Stewart Lilly
reported on a number of County mattemiong them,

the Community Infrastructure Levy will replace Section
106 agreements within the next 24 months (extending
the principle of developers providing funds for
community facilities to smaller developments). Cycle

Although it recognised that in some
circumstance new houses in the village could be a good
idea, the Council agreed that its response to the Vale
WHDC should be that none of the sites in the Parish
were considered suitable; see the April minutes for
more cktails of the discussion and points in favour and
against these housing proposals.

There were several recommendations from the Lands
Committee. One allowed Mr Gareth Buxton to use his
discretion regarding use of the entrance to the
Recreation Ground froihe Reading Road for Harwell
Feast. It was agreed that the land adjacent to allotment
plots 1, 2, and 3 can be used for allotments. The Lands
Committee is to decide on the size(s).

It was reported that OCC has advised that Bridleway 19
will be closed for everal months while plant
decommissioning works take place at Harwell Campus.
This is part of Icknield way through the site; an
alternative route has been arranged.

May Meeting
